1. I have been referred into the Disability Evaluation System (DES) to be processed for a Physical Evaluation Board to determine my fitness for continued military service or disability. The DES determines: 1) fitness for continued military service, and 2) appropriate benefits forService members separated/retired for a disability. There are two Disability Evaluation System processes: Integrated Disability Evaluation System (IDES) and Legacy Disability Evaluation System (LDES).
 
2. Pursuant to references (a)-(c), if requested by a Service member, on a case-by-case basis, their Commanding Officer can authorize requests to process though LDES rather than IDES.
 
3. The Service member’s Medical Evaluation Board providers have determined:
 
 
A permanent, severely disabling injury, disorder, or disease incurred or aggravated in the line of duty that compromises the ability to carry out the activities of daily living to such a degree that a Service Member requires personal or mechanical assistance to leave home or bed or requires constant supervision to avoid physical harm to self or others.
 
4. This form must be returned to the Physical Evaluation Board Liaison Officer no later than 10 calendar days after DES referral , indicating if the CO is directing enrollment of this members case into LDES.
